The Office of Policy Research and Systems (OPRS) answers policy and procedures questions from local departments statewide on a daily basis.  When providing clarification, we often refer the caller to a specific Action Transmittal (AT) or Information Memo (IM) that outlines the policy or procedure in question.

The OPRS developed listings of ATs and IMs issued for State Fiscal Year (SFY) 1999 – from July 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999.  The attached lists include the number, the originating office, the topic, and the program affected.  Beginning in 1999, ATs and IMs were number consecutively.  The combined list for ATs and IMs for SFY 1999 is numbered from 99-01 through 99-54 (IMs are identified in the Program column). The IMs (prior to consecutive numbering) are numbered from 99-01 through 99-06.  This is the last separate IM listing you will receive.  Programs affected include Temporary Cash Assistance (TCA), Food Stamps (FS), Medical Assistance (MA), Emergency Assistance (EA), Transitional Emergency Medical and Housing Assistance (TEMHA), Public Assistance to Adults (PAA), Purchase of Care (POC) and Child Support (CSEA).

A TCA manual is in the early stages of development and is expected to be completed late in 1999.  We will put the manual on the FIPNET, the wide area computer network connecting the local departments and DHR, as well as print and distribute it to local departments.  FIA will continue to disseminate all TCA policy through ATs until the new manual is available.  FIA will also distribute an updated Food Stamp Manual to local departments in the fall of this year.
