The Federal Poverty Income guidelines increased on March 1, 2002.  The new poverty levels will be on CARES effective April 1, 2002.  For your convenience, a chart with the new poverty levels is attached (Attachment 1).

In addition, this Information Memo updates only Column C - 50% Poverty Level - of the FIP Schedule. The amounts in Columns A and B do not change.  The new amounts are used when determining eligibility for Temporary Cash Assistance applications and recertifications completed on or after April 1, 2002.
