Subject: Trump Administration Shutdown SNAP Update
Dear Customer,
Current Maryland SNAP customers have begun receiving benefits.

Most customers will receive benefits equal to at least half of their October SNAP
benefit.

Maryland began issuing benefits to the maximum extent permitted by the federal
government, or when not federally funded, issued state funds to fill the federal

shortfall.

As the federal government votes to reopen, DHS will urgently continue to issue SNAP
benefits as federal funds become available.

As of November 10, 2025, please see our modified Maryland SNAP issuance schedule:

What you need to know:

The Trump Administration stopped funding SNAP benefits on November 1, 2025 and
is still trying to withhold funding for SNAP benefits, in part by refusing to comply
with recent court orders commanding the Trump Administration to pay full
November SNAP benefits.



On November 3rd, Governor Moore issued an emergency order to provide Maryland
SNAP customers relief.

What is happening next:

Because of pending court cases involving SNAP benefits and_constant confusing
guidance from the federal government, we do not know when normal federal SNAP
benefits will resume. DHS’s goal is to issue federal SNAP benefits within days of a
federal government reopening. We will update you on federal SNAP funding as we
learn more.

We recognize the uncertainty from the federal government is a tremendous burden
for Maryland families and we are working to ensure customers receive their SNAP
benefits as quickly as possible.

We invite customers to continue to keep their information up to date, check their
eligibility, and apply for help at MarylandBenefits.gov.

What if | have a pending SNAP application or if | am considering applying for
SNAP?

DHS will continue to approve new SNAP applications as well as renewals, but the
federal government will not pay benefits to customers who did not receive an
approval notice dated before November 1, 2025.

New SNAP benefits cannot be paid until the Trump Administration reopens the
federal government.

Will other cash benefits be impacted?

Other direct cash assistance programs like Temporary Cash Assistance (TCA),
Temporary Disability Assistance Program (TDAP), Public Assistance to Adults (PAA),
Emergency for Families with Children, and Refugee Cash Assistance will be delivered
on schedule and are not currently impacted by the federal government shutdown.

Where else can | find help?
We invite Marylanders to lean on available resources, including:

e Food pantries and community kitchens including the Maryland Food Bank
and Capital Area Food Bank: Governor Moore directed $10 million in food
assistance to food banks and pantries.

Estimado Cliente,
Los clientes actuales de SNAP en Maryland han comenzado a recibir beneficios.

La mayoria de los clientes recibiran beneficios equivalentes a por lo menos la mitad
de su beneficio de SNAP de octubre.

Maryland comenzé a enviar beneficios en la maxima medida permitida por el
gobierno federal, o cuando no estaban financiados federalmente, envié fondos
estatales para cubrir el déficit federal.

A medida que el gobierno federal vote para reabrir, el Departamento de Servicios
Humanos continuard enviando urgentemente los beneficios de SNAP a medida que
los fondos federales estén disponibles.

La Administracion Trump detuvo la financiacion de los beneficios de SNAP el 1de
noviembre de 2025 y todavia esta tratando de retener la financiacion de los
beneficios de SNAP, en parte negandose a cumplir con las érdenes judiciales
recientes que exigen a la Administracion Trump pagar la totalidad de los beneficios
SNAP de noviembre.

El 3 de noviembre, el Gobernador Moore envio una orden de emergencia para
proporcionar ayuda a los clientes de SNAP de Maryland.

Qué sucedera a continuacion:

Debido a los casos judiciales pendientes que involucran los beneficios de SNAP y la
constante guia confusa del gobierno federal, no sabemos cuando volveran a iniciar
los beneficios federales normales de SNAP. El objetivo del Departamento de Servicios
Humanos es enviar los beneficios federales de SNAP a los pocos dias de |la reapertura
del gobierno federal. Le informaremos sobre la financiacion federal de SNAP a
medida que sepamos mas.

Reconocemos que la incertidumbre del gobierno federal es una tremenda carga
para las familias de Maryland y estamos trabajando para garantizar que los clientes
reciban sus beneficios SNAP lo mas rapido posible.

Invitamos a los clientes a seguir manteniendo su informacidn actualizada, verificar su
elegibilidad y solicitar ayuda en MarylandBenefits.gov.

¢Qué pasa si tengo una solicitud SNAP pendiente o si estoy considerando
solicitar SNAP?

El Departamento de Servicios Humanos continuara aprobando nuevas solicitudes de
SNAP, asi como renovaciones, pero el gobierno federal no pagara beneficios a los
clientes que no hayan recibido un aviso de aprobacion con fecha anterior al 1de
noviembre de 2025.

Los nuevos beneficios de SNAP no se pueden pagar hasta que la Administracion
Trump reabra el gobierno federal.
