Subject: Trump Administration Shutdown SNAP Update

Dear Customer,

Maryland will issue 100% of federal Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program
(SNAP) benefits to customers based on the normal benefits schedule starting
November 18.

What you need to know:

If you normally receive SNAP benefits on or after November 18, there is no change for
you and you will receive your regular SNAP benefit amount for November on your

Maryland Independence EBT card.

If you normally receive SNAP benefits before November 18, you already received a
partial benefit. You will receive the remainder of your SNAP benefit by November 18.

We invite you to continue to keep your information up to date, check your eligibility,
and apply for help at MarylandBenefits.gov.

We encourage customers to continue using the Card Lock/Unlock feature to protect
your food and cash benefits from theft.

What happened:

The Trump Administration decided to stop funding SNAP effective November 1, 2025
and then kept changing its plans on the amount and timing of November SNAP
benefits.

Governor Moore stepped in with an emergency order to prevent Marylanders from
going hungry while the federal government was refusing to fund SNAP benefits.

On November 13, the federal shutdown ended and the Trump administration agreed
to begin funding all SNAP benefits again. Maryland is working to quickly get benefits
to customers.

Where else can I find help?

We know this difficult time has caused a lot of worry and stress. Additional help is still
available to Marylanders:
e Food pantries and community kitchens including the Maryland Food Bank
and Capital Area Food Bank; Governor Moore directed $10 million in food
assistance to food banks and pantries.

e Supportin finding a new job through 33_ American Job Centers and a
specialized Professional Outplacement Assistance Center, including
individualized career guidance, résumé workshops, mock interviews, career
and skills assessment, effective job search strategies, and networking support;

e A weekly virtual workshop designed specifically for former federal employees
and federal contractors, and attended by more than 1,700 workers to date;

e Job fairs and recruitment events;

e Unemployment insurance;

e Resources for veterans;

e Resources related to health coverage, housing, and food, cash, and other
assistance.

Qué ocurrié:

La Administracion Trump decidid dejar de financiar SNAP el 1 de noviembre de 2025
y_posteriormente cambio varias veces sus planes sobre el monto y el momento de los
beneficios de SNAP para noviembre.

El gobernador Moore intervino con una orden de emergencia para evitar que los
residentes de Maryland pasaran hambre mientras el gobierno federal se negaba a
financiar los beneficios de SNAP.

El13 de noviembre, el cierre federal terminod y la Administracion Trump acepto volver
a financiar todos los beneficios de SNAP. Maryland esta trabajando para entregar
rdpidamente los beneficios a los clientes.
