¥k People who have little or no income and did not file a tax return are eligible to get the
payment. They will need to fill out a Non-filer form on the IRS website.

Information needed for the Non-filer form:

e Full name, current mailing address and an email address

o Date of birth and valid Social Security number

e Bank account number, type and routing number, if you have one
» Identity Protection Personal Identification Number (IP PIN) you received from the IRS

earlier this year, if you have one

e Driver’s license or state-issued ID, if you have one
e For each qualifying child during 2019: name, Social Security number or Adoption
Taxpayer Identification Number and their relationship to you or your spouse
